Abstract : 
The advent of cell therapy generates new hope to improve disabilities caused by 
stroke. Nevertheless, cell implantations do not replace lost tissue and significant 
impairments remain. A restoration of lost tissue through in situ tissue engineering is 
thought to be needed to provide a more complete recovery of function. For this, the 
combination of cells with biomaterials, serving as structural scaffolds as well as 
releasing inductive cues, for the formation of site-specific de novo tissue is 
quintessential. Recent progress in this effort will be discussed with consideration for 
clinical translation and the importance of advanced non-invasive imaging in this 
process.
